The extension order date and the new deployment duration must be annotal.:d on the
H'fification lener signed by the deployed member':; commander. This authorization is only

valid for the duration of the deployment period of the military member.

2. Space-A travel is authorized to/from co~us and OCOT\LS locations, between CO\CS
locatiuni>, and within/bct\l;een OCO\Jl.lS tbeaters. All travd will be on a nonimerference
(nonreimbursable) basis.

3. Eligible dependents may sign-up for Spact:-A travel no earlier than 10 days prior to th~

military member's deployment. In additinn, eligible dependents may' commence travel
effective on the first day of military member's deployment when the deployment order is for
greater than 365 days or on the date the extension exceeding 365 days wa~ ordered. Spacc-A
travel must be complete by the last day o[the military member's deployment

4. Eligible dependents must present to the air terminal personnel a verification letter signed
by the member's commander verifying the member's deployment. The documentation must
he in [he dependents' possession during travel. Furthemlorc, commanders or designated
rcpre5entati\'es should infoffil spouses and dependents of the following: "Spaee-A trm'd
program is a privilege (not an entitlement).
